NAME OF VETERINARY SCHOOL seeks to improve the health of animals through research, education, and public service. We recognize the need for efficient, effective, and inexpensive means of fertility control in dogs and cats to control unwanted populations across the globe. For this reason, NAME OF VETERINARY SCHOOL supports the efforts of the Alliance for Contraception in Cats and Dogs (ACC&D) in promoting the successful introduction of non-surgical methods to sterilize these companion animal species.

Sterilization has long been identified as a critical tool for population control, and veterinary schools, individual veterinarians, and veterinary associations have made vital contributions to spay/neuter efforts. Advances such as pre-pubertal spay neuter, high-quality/high-volume techniques, and trap-neuter-return (TNR) for feral cats have increased the effectiveness and impact of spay/neuter efforts, particularly at the community level. However, we also know that not all dogs and cats producing accidental or unwanted litters are being reached.

We recognize that scientists have been working for some time on options to sterilize cats and dogs with non-surgical methods. We believe that the veterinary community, including veterinary schools and veterinary students, can and should play a vital role in advancing both the development and implementation of non-surgical options for canine and feline fertility control.

Through this letter we intend to demonstrate our support for ACC&D. By working with ACC&D we are joining the many others who feel that we need new tools to achieve further significant advances in dog and cat health and welfare.
